November Solar Eclipse 

 

 
During a solar eclipse, the life giving Sun that lights our path joins briefly with the dark and mysterious Moon as the 
Moon blocks out the light of the Sun. In this moment of darkness, yin and yang energies combine afresh, beginning 
another cycle in the spiral of personal development. 
 
On November 25th there is a partial solar eclipse at the new moon with the Sun and Moon at 3 degrees of Sagittarius 
forming a T square with Mars and Chiron. All eclipses indicate change; solar eclipses signify beginnings and usually 
manifest as events in the outer world. At solar eclipses we begin something new, make promises to ourselves, make 
commitments, plans and decisions, rise to the challenge, change, mature, travel at a faster pace, feel restless and 
excited and get in touch with our feelings. The Sagittarian energy inspires us to break through boundaries, reach for 
the skies and dream of possibilities, but the challenging angles to Mars and Chiron teach us that we need to proceed 
slowly, steadily and methodically if we want to make those dreams come true. 
 
Eclipses move in cycles and so far we’ve had three eclipses in the Gemini-Sagittarius polarity, the first on 21st 
December last year and the second and third on 2nd and 16th June 2011. The first and third were the most powerful 
and required substantial adjustments. November/December is a great time for Geminis and Sagittarians to update 
their self-image and future plans.  

This solar eclipse is a partial eclipse, meaning the Moon does not completely obscure the light of the Sun. One way 
of interpreting the symbolism is that neither the masculine energy of the Sun nor the feminine energy of the Moon 
dominates. Rather, the joining of the two forces could be described as integrative and unifying, a process of 
becoming whole, indicating that there is an opportunity to experience this sense of integration first hand, in our 
personal lives and on a global level. 

Although the energies are most prominent for a week on either side of the eclipse (many feel a heightened sense of 
energy during this period), the influence on events continues over the next few months, until the time of the next 
solar eclipse.  

When an eclipse falls on your birthday, you can count on an eventful year ahead.  
However, you do not have to be a Sagittarian to feel its effects. If it makes any  
contacts to a planet or personal point in your chart, your experience of the eclipse  
will be intensified.  

 



Eleven Eleven Eleven 

 
 
Last year we had 10/10/10 and this year it’s 11/11/11 and of course next year it will be 12/12/12. We all love 
patterns and lucky numbers and I was amused when I glanced at the clock before writing this paragraph to see it was 
11.11am. Some believe these special numbers and dates have spiritual significance and many people report seeing 
the 11.11 pattern on a regular basis.  
 
In numerology, the number eleven is considered to be a master number, conferring psychic and intuitive gifts. There 
is the potential for illumination and deep insight and the ability to channel information from higher dimensions. 
Because an increasing number of people are focusing on spiritual growth and awareness, it is entirely possible that 
our collective belief in the power of numbers will produce a shift in human consciousness on the 11th November. So 
what’s happening in the stars on that day?  
 
The 11th November happens to fall at the Taurus full moon, promising a natural heightening in energy. The Sabian 
Symbol for 18-19 degrees of Taurus is “A new continent arising out of the ocean” representing the surge of new 
potential after a crisis. The idea is to allow things to unfold in a spontaneous manner, rather than trying to control the 
infinite with the conscious or rational mind.  
 
Mercury and Venus are conjunct the Sagittarian North Node promising vision, enlightenment, wisdom, love and 
speaking from the heart. Finally a kite formation between Jupiter, Pluto, Chiron, Neptune and Mars gives us the 
practical tools and energy to ground the vision. 
 
So mark the 11th November in your diary. It’s a special day whether you choose to use the energy to ground your 
own visions and dreams or to meditate on opening up the channels for world healing and the higher good. 
 

Key Astrological Events – November 

 

 
Mars shifts from fire sign Leo to earth sign Virgo on the 11th. 
After two months of impulsive and creative fire energy, it’s time to get down to work to put  
the finishing touches on plans and projects. Mars will be in Virgo until early July next year. 
 



Pleasure loving Venus will be in fire sign Sagittarius from the 2nd – 27th November inviting us to relax and enjoy 
ourselves as the weather warms up. This is a great time for socialising, spending time outdoors, shopping, taking 
road trips and generally cutting loose. 

Mercury turns retrograde in Sagittarius on the 24th November, the day before the new moon and solar eclipse. This 
will only serve to heighten the intensity and relevance of the insights revealed between the new moon eclipse (in 
Sagittarius) on the 25th and the full moon eclipse (in Gemini) on the 11th December.  

Think of the thrice yearly Mercury retrograde transit as a three week opportunity to get your life back on track and 
regain integrity. Pay particular attention to gut feelings, hunches and pieces of information that randomly come your 
way. Avoid starting new projects, but focus on completing or revising existing ones. Spend time day dreaming and 
meditating and see what comes up. If things go haywire, ask yourself:  “What am I trying to learn?” “What is the 
hidden message behind this event?”   

And as Mercury travels backwards through Sagittarius, ask yourself: “How can my inspiration and dreams create a 
better future?” 

Featured Sign- Scorpio 

 
The Sun travels through water sign Scorpio from the 24th October until 23rd November this year. Scorpio is the 
eighth sign of the zodiac with keywords “I will survive” and “I am intense”. Scorpio has three symbols, the scorpion, 
representing Scorpio’s lower nature, her jealousy, desire for revenge and tendency to manipulate others; the eagle, 
representing Scorpio’s ability to soar above emotional attachment thus accessing the true power of the sign and 
finally the holy dove, symbol of divine love, compassion and forgiveness. Those born under the sign of the Scorpion 
are usually loyal, strong and courageous. They love exploring the mysteries of life – birth, death, sexuality, 
reincarnation and anything taboo. They have a reputation for being passionate, secretive and highly sexual and due to 
their emotional intensity, often have to deal with issues of trust and betrayal. Negatively, Scorpios can be possessive, 
jealous, vindictive, destructive and manipulative, particularly when hurt or betrayed. In medical astrology, Scorpio 
rules the organs of elimination and reproduction including the urinary tract, bowel, prostate gland and nasal bones.

 Jobs 

 

I don’t often write about individuals and I don’t own a Mac, iPad, iPhone or even an iPod, but the passing of Apple’s visionary 
co-founder, Steve Jobs has touched millions of people all over the world. I thought it fitting to pay tribute to this amazing human 
being. 

“I was worth over $1,000,000 when I was 23, and over $10,000,000 when I was 24, and over $100,000,000 when I was 25, and 
it wasn’t that important because I never did it for the money.”  Steve Jobs 

His net worth might be $8.3 billion but Steve Jobs was a Pisces and it’s rare to find a Piscean who’s just in it for the money (or 
indeed just in it for themselves). Noted for their lack of boundaries, psychic and spiritual gifts, dreaminess, escapist nature and 
love of fantasy, Pisceans dream of heaven on earth and some of them, like Steve Jobs, manage to turn their dreams into reality.  

Jobs was a typical Piscean. His early life included dropping out of college; a trip to an Indian ashram in search of enlightenment; 
becoming a Buddhist and experimentation with psychedelic drugs – he believed LSD opened the creative channels in the brain. 
His commitment to quality, style and beauty coupled with his unique visionary approach, birthed products that inspire universal 
love and devotion and his untimely death has turned him into a quasi-messiah. He’s even been referred to as iGod!

Steve’s Pisces Sun is in the sixth house of his horoscope and he has a Virgo Ascendant, both placements symbolising selfless 
devotion, service and sacrifice.

November Moon Calendar
 
Launch projects at the New Moon, bring them to completion in the period from just before the Full Moon to the 
Third Quarter phase and wind them down and reflect on developments in the week before the next New Moon. The 
period between the New Moon and the Full Moon is the waxing moon (moon getting bigger and fuller). The period 
between the Full Moon and the New Moon is the waning moon (moon getting smaller and thinner). 
 
You can use this moon table to select the most favourable days to slow or increase hair regrowth.  Full instructions 
can be found in my Lunar Hair Care guidelines at www.stellastarwoman.com/files/LunarHairCare.pdf  but to get you 
started I’ve marked the best dates for waxing/shaving to slow regrowth in yellow and the best dates to cut hair for 
thicker, lusher growth in green.  If you’re serious about Lunar Hair Care - order your own Moon Calendar from the 
Stella Starwoman Store then you’ll know exactly what time of day the moon changes from one zodiac sign to the 
next.
